As self-conscious as they are enigmatic, 
the images include fine examples of period styles in found 
abstraction, fragmented interior views, nature studies, and a few 
environmental portraits, one of which recalls Andrew Wyeth’s 
“Christina’s World” recast with a shirtless adolescent boy.
